Vildbjerg Cup is one of Denmark’s largest and most well-known youth football tournaments, held annually in Vildbjerg, a small town in Central Jutland. Participants: The Vildbjerg Cup is primarily aimed at youth teams in the U6 to U17 age groups, and the tournament attracts both boys’ and girls’ teams from clubs at all levels. There is a strong focus on fair play, community and developing young talent.

Size and scope: With more than 700 participating teams and thousands of visitors, the Vildbjerg Cup has grown into one of the largest football tournaments in Europe. In addition to the many football matches played on more than 40 pitches, the tournament also offers activities and entertainment off the pitch, including festive events and accommodation at local schools and camping areas.


Organisation: The tournament is organised by Vildbjerg SF and is known for its efficient and professional execution. With many volunteers and a dedicated team behind it, the Vildbjerg Cup is a well-coordinated event that ensures a great experience for players, coaches and spectators every year.

Significance for the area: Vildbjerg Cup is of great importance to the local community, both financially and socially. The tournament creates activity and unity in the area and contributes to the local economy through increased tourism and trade during the tournament period. It is also a platform for young footballers to build friendships across borders and experience the camaraderie of being part of a major international sporting event.

Case: Sustainable Catering at Vildbjerg Cup

Background: The Vildbjerg Cup attracts thousands of participants, coaches, parents and spectators from Denmark and abroad every year, which means that there is also a high demand for catering in the form of food and drink. Catering has traditionally been characterised by classic fast food offerings such as sausages, pizza and soft drinks, often served in disposable containers. This gives rise to a significant amount of waste, including plastic, and can put a strain on the local environment and resources related to food transport and waste management.

With an increasing focus on climate change and environmental protection, Vildbjerg Cup now sees an opportunity to rethink catering for the tournament and move towards a more sustainable approach. This will not only reduce the tournament’s carbon footprint, but also set a positive example for the participants and strengthen Vildbjerg Cup’s brand as a responsible and future-oriented organisation.

Problem statement: How can Vildbjerg Cup implement a sustainable catering solution that reduces the environmental impact of food and drink during the tournament while ensuring a great experience for participants, financial sustainability for organisers and support from local suppliers?
