The personal data is only kept for as long as they are necessary for the given purpose. Applications are kept up to and including the day on which the applicant has received a scholarship grant or rejection letter. Consecutively, the data will be archived due to legal requirement.

For applicants and grantees, the given personal data is necessary for evaluating applications and administration of scholarships. If you do not wish to give the information in the application form, you will not be taken into consideration for a scholarship. 

In the processing of your personal data, you have the right to:

· Request access in and rectification of personal data, or
· Request limitation of the processing of your data, or

· Object against processing

· And in specific cases, the right to receive the personal data you have given (data portability)

· Complain about the processing of your personal data to the Danish Data Protection Agency.
